April Air: Science Activities
Air Takes Up Space

Show the children an “empty” jar or cup-
ask if they can see anything in-

side. Cover the top of the jar with plastic
wrap and attach with a rubber band. Let
the children try pushing the jar down to
the bottom of a pan of water. What can
they feel? What has to come out before
the water can get in? Use a knife to
piece the plastic wrap and try again.

Seeing Air

Put an empty plastic soda bottle into a
pan of water and watch the bubbles(air)
escape. Blow up a balloon and put it
under the water to watch the air come
out. Let children blow through a straw
into the water. Blow up a bal-

loon. Place the mouth of the balloon
into the opening of a plastic bag and let
the air escape from one into the other.

Simple Wind Indicator

Make a wind indicator with the children
by hanging a piece of yarn or ribbon to a
tree branch. If possible, hang it where
you can see it from inside your

room. Check each day to determine the
way the wind is blowing or not blowing
the yarn.
